Karnataka Municipal
Information System

CMAK in association with DMA and NIC
has developed a system called

System!, which aims at creating and
analyzing the database comprising of
extensive micro level Municipal and
Employee!s information of Urban Local
Bodies in the State of Karnataka.

The System contains 5 modules:

1. Municipal Information System
(MIS)

2. Personnel Information System
(PIS)

3.Monthly Information Booklet
(MIB)*

4. e-Transfer Module *

5. Payroll Module *
* Under development / testing process.
MIS & PIS have been launched on NIC Web
Server and can be accessed through DMA  Is
website http://municipaladmn.kar.nic.in.

Monthly Information Booklet is a
revised web based application captures
the information on monthly municipal
services. The main objective is to
monthly monitor the performance of
municipal services in each ULB and
auto generate the performance based
SWM ranking system.

The MIB module consists of following

. Engineering

For the above categories, each ULB has
to enter the bundles of data every
month, as soon as the module is
launched. This module is under testing

and expected to launch shortly.

e- Transfer Module & Payroll Module
are web based and are ready for the
launch. Both modules are developed
based on the PIS module. The
authentication of PIS data is to be
ascertained before launching.
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City Development Strategy

Hubli-Dharwad Municipal Corporation

(HDMC) in association with CMAK and
Cities Alliance initiated the City
Development Strategy Project with an

aim to address various short, medium

and long term issues in the
development of the city. CMAK
manages the funds given by City
Alliance for this project by getting FCRA
clearance, facilitate the fund release

from Cities Alliance, release of
installments against submission of
vouchers to HDMC, financial auditing
etc. The timely progress reports were

submitted by CMAK to CA.

We coordinated with CA for further
disbursement of the funds as per the
agreement and coordinate with HDMC
for completion of the projet as per the
work plan.
