Here is a brief overview of the projects undertaken by CMAK.

A Research Projects 
It is classified under following categories
I. Primary Programs

The primary Programs are the projects undertaken by us since our inception contributing directly to improve the citizen quality of life in cities and towns. The in detail activities are as explained below.
1. Solid Waste Management (SWM)  
Project Mentor: Mr. Anjum Parwez, Commissioner, Municipal Administration

CMAK in close association with DMA & KUIDFC undertook SWM Project with an aim to create awareness and enhance city managers’ skills through capacity building programs to improve their performance and service delivery standards. 
The activities undertaken during the financial year 2009-10 have been listed below.

· CMAK undertook the study tours to various treatment and disposal sites across India to analyze the technology, its economics and sustainability to Karnataka State, as a part of State technical Committee for SWM formed by DMA. The analysis report is submitted to DMA for further process.
· DMA and KUIDFC had entrusted the task of development of training module for ULBs to SIUD in association with CMAK and AIILSG. The two Training modules were developed in consultation with the Technical Committee comprising of experts and ULB official from SWM background. They are;

· Elected representative and Head of the ULBs – one day module

· Technical Staff of ULB – Three days module

CMAK finalized the training module along with DMA and SIUD developed the Kannada version of the module. The standard Presentations, group activities, Case studies are being developed under this module. The training programs for elected representatives have been successfully completed for 213 ULBs in Karnataka.
· The SWM IEC Toolkit was updated with SWM Audio Album comprising of 10 varieties of songs, ads and announcements on segregation, collection, user fee payment, waste minimization and change in system. The CDs were circulated to all the ULBs, DUDCs and organizations like BDA, BBMP etc. 
· We coordinated study tour to Suryapet, Andra Pradesh for Bagepalli TMC.
· CMAK developed online application in assistance with KMDS for performance based ranking system for Solid waste management under Monthly Information booklet module. The formats were tested on 6 pilot cities and then finalized in consultation with DMA.
· CMAK in association with DMA has documented 6 initiatives from ULBs of which 4 initiatives received SWM ICON Award at national level.

· Category I: Implementation of MSWM in Cities above 1 lakh population

· Ist Place: Mysore City Corporation

· IInd Place: Mangalore City Corporation

· Category II: Implementation of MSWM in towns below 1 lakh population

· II nd Place: Seriguppa Town Municipal Council

· IIIrd Place: Bhatkal Town Municipal Council

7 papers out of 9 were selected by the jury for technical paper presentation. CMAK coordinated and facilitated the field visit for the jury members to the above shortlisted initiatives in Karnataka during the month of September 2009.
· CMAK participated in SIUD’s workshop as resource person for Solid Waste Management topics like IEC, Current Scenario, Institutional Aspects, Best Practices etc.


2. Water Conservation: 
Project Mentor: Mr. Shambu Dayal Meena, Secretary, UDD

CMAK in association with DMA and KUIDFC undertook this project with an aim to renew the ULB’s focus on rain water harvesting technology as a part of water conservation and improve the local water sources for its effective utilization. 
The activities carried out in this financial year are;
· The IEC toolkit was updated with children Brochures, Pop ups etc. An exclusive website on RWH has been created and launched by CMAK which has complete information on water conservation. The URL is http://www.cmakarnataka.com/waterconservation. 
· Constituted a technical Committee comprising of members from DMA, BWSSB, KUIDFC, CMAK and KUWS&DB to develop a Water Audit manual based on the experience of KUDCEMP study undertaken in the year 08-09. The Water Audit Manual was prepared in both English and Kannada, for the ULBs.
· A proposal capacity Building on Water Audit for technical, managerial and elected representatives of ULBs was submitted GoI on behalf of DMA. CMAK presented the proposals to MoUD on behalf of DMA.

· Corresponded with BDA to undertake two projects i.e. auditing the RWH implementation in BDA layouts and technical assistance for implementing RWH in BDA developed parks.
· A proposal on City Sanitation Plan was submitted to GOI on behalf of DMA and the same was presented to MoUD. The initial activity plan and preparatory work has been done by CMAK. 
· Prepared a draft RWH-Act Amendment, 2009 in association with KUIDFC & legal experts. The Act has been submitted to UDD by KUIDFC for consideration.

· Review of RWH Act, 2009 amended by BWSSB, suggestions given by the CMAK for appropriate modification and incorporation.

· Advised M/s Feedback Ventures to develop performance indicator Water and Sanitation Information System (WASIS) project for KUIDFC.
· 7 initiatives were compiled, documented and nominated for National urban Water Awards 2009 to MoUD through ASCI. Out of these 6 initiatives were shortlisted by the Jury and five of them were honored with awards in different categories. CMAK coordinated field visits for ASCI representatives to Chitradurga CMC & Kundapura TMC.  Following initiatives won the awards.
Category I: Technical Innovation: 
I Place: CMAK & Kundapur TMC for Reduction in NRW

 Special Award: CMAK & Chitradurga CMC for Revival of Ancient Water Bodies and RWH

Category II: Financial Reforms: 

· I Place: BWSSB for Cost Recovery through Effective Billing and Collection 

· II Place: KUIDFC for Improving Cost Recovery through IT & Citizen Friendly Initiative in HDMC

Category III: Public Private Partnership: II Place - KUIDFC for Providing 24/7 Water Supply in Belgaum, Gulbarga & Hubli-Dharwad

· CMAK facilitated workshops and interaction sessions on water conservation technologies for ULBs.

3. Energy Conservation: CMAK in association with DMA prepared the tender documents striving to achieve energy efficient system in street light, water supply and municipal Building of ULBs. The activities undertaken are as briefed below.
· CMAK was nominated as technical committee member for evaluation and short listing of ESCOs. We assisted DMA in evaluating the proposals from agencies to undertake IGEA for ULBs. The tender documented were finalized and submitted to DMA. 
· CMAK is designated as Coordinating Agency by DMA for Investment Grade Energy Audit (IGEA), hand hold ULBs in preparation of Action Plan, build the capacities of the ULB to maintain the system efficiently.
· CMAK coordinated and compiled the energy consumption related data from 30 ULBs across the state. The state level workshop was coordinated by CMAK organized by DMA and Indian Urban Space Foundation (IUSF).
· CMAK coordinated with KREDL for Solar Cities Scheme.
· Compiled and nominated 7 energy conservation related initiatives for State Energy Conservation Award 2009 and National Energy Conservation Award 2009 organized by KREDL and BEE. In the Municipality Category, two initiatives i.e. Rannebenur CMC and Shikaripura TMC have won the State Energy Conservation Award 2009. 
4. Karnataka Municipal Information System: CMAK along with DMA and National Informatics Centre, Bangalore for technical assistance had developed this web based reform project. This projects aims to create and analyze a Database of Municipal services, finance and Employee information of ULBs in the State of Karnataka. The complete project is been handed over to Municipal Reforms Cell for further operation and maintenance. 
5. Best Practice Program: CMAK in association with Urban Development Department, GoK initiated the Best Practice Program comprising of documentation, award and transfer components. This project aims to document the initiatives undertaken by ULBs and disseminate to the city Managers’ to evolve a workable solution of issues commonly faced by ULBs. This program facilitates peer exchange of ideas and solution to improve the services. The activities undertaken are as given below.
· CMAK invited entries on innovative practices from ULBs and other urban service related departments like Traffic Police, KSRTC etc. Overwhelming responses of 168 entries were received. 
· Constituted Best Practice Expert Panel comprising of civil service officials, experts from various background like water, transportation, environment, socio economic, etc. who will evaluate the entries and rank them based on the fixed criteria’s. The first introductory meeting was organized by CMAK on 25th November 2009.

· The 168 entries were circulated to Expert Panel for evaluation. The final evaluation sheets were compiled and ranks were generated.
· The best practices from other states across the nation was compiled and listed. 220 best practices in various sectors were identified. This list was circulated to all the agencies and departments to undertake study tours for selective initiatives. BWSSB expressed their willingness to visit 8 cities across the nation to study the initiatives. 
· With the active approach of Bagepalli TMC the Solid Waste Management Practice from Suryapet municipality, Andra Pradesh was transferred. 
· Compiled and submitted about 60 selected initiatives details to BBMP based on their request. 
· CMAK coordinated with DMA and ULBs and nominated 19 initiatives under Innovations in Services for Urban Poor Awards 2010

II. Secondary Projects: These are projects which are undertaken by CMAK based on the current schemes and projects of State and Central government.

1. Service Level Benchmarking for Karnataka

CMAK in association with DMA and KUIDFC initiated this project since 2005 assisting ULBs in know their present service delivery levels and there by help to improve their performances to meet the set standards by Government of India and Karnataka. A sophisticated system was developed at City Managers’ Association, Karnataka to undertake this project in a massive way. The activities undertaken in this financial year are,
· Prepared a user manual for ULBs in Kannada and English in consultation with DMA and MRC.
· The data collection template and manual was tested with 8 pilot ULBs selected across the state in each category for practically testing the template. The template was finalized based on the feedback received from pilot ULBs.
· An online application was developed in assistance with Municipal Reforms Cell for compiling, calculating indicator values and comparing to generate ranking sheet.

· The online application was tested for data & technicalities and then made live for all the ULBs. The URL is http://karbenchmarking.gov.in. 
· 13 days tedious orientation workshops covering all the managerial and technical staff of ULBs and DUDCs were organized by CMAK in association with DMA and KMDS. Till date 152 ULBs have filled in their data. The rest are being followed up to fill in the data gaps.
· The data is being analyzed and periodic reports on data compilation status were updated to DMA for further follow ups.
· Coordinated with KUIDFC for printing of user manuals to be circulated for all ULBs.

· Prepared power point presentation for various forums organized at state and national levels to share Karnataka’s experience in SLB.
2. Criteria based Evaluation for Mysore City Corporation to avail reduction in interest: CMAK was entrusted the task of evaluating criteria based performance for Mysore City Corporation to avail reduction in the interest rate from 8.5 to 5.5% under KUID project of ADB.
The data was compiled and analyzed for gaps. A team from CMAK visited Mysore in the month of May 2010 to evaluate and cross examine the facts and gaps. Based on field visits the report was submitted to DMA and KUIDFC for further consideration.
3. Evaluation of Public Grievance Redressal system for 10 cities:  CMAK undertook performance evaluation audit for Public Grievance redressal Cells of 10 cities across Karnataka for DMA to analyze the field technical problems. Based on field visits, the report briefing the present status, gaps and recommendations to improve the same was prepared and submitted to DMA for further action.
4. Service Level Benchmarking for Bangalore:  Government of India launched the phase I of this project to know the service delivery levels of various cities across the nation. Bangalore is selected as one pilot out of 25 cities in India. CMAK was appointed as state nodal agency for coordinating this GoI project with BBMP and BWSSB. 
CMAK along with ASCI under the guidance of State Nodal Officer and Commissioner, DMA formed a Core Committee group comprising of officials from both the organization who are responsible for implementing this project. The data collection template was reworked based on the availability of data at various levels and periodicity. The nodal officers for every level were nominated by the organizations that are responsible to provide information of the area. CMAK along with ASCI organized orientation series of orientation workshops for the nodal officers. The data was compiled, analyzed and generated the indicator values.  The data were presented by the organizations at Result workshop held at Delhi organized by MoUD. The data gaps were analyzed and ASCI assisted in development of proposals for Information System Improvement Plan. The plans were submitted and approved by MoUD. 
III. Short Assignments

1. Assignments under JnNURM projects for KUIDFC: 
Public Disclosure Law:  The Government of Karnataka has notified a Public Disclosure Law under the section 28 of Right to Information Act 2005 (Central Act 22 of 2005) as a part of mandatory state level reforms under JnNURM project.
CMAK in consultation with KUIDFC and DMA prepared the schedule for disclosing the information/parameters/indicators under 18 functionaries 12th Schedule of 74th Amendment. The formats for disclosure of Schedule IA was developed and tested with 8 pilot towns selected across the state. These formats are submitted to DMA and MRC for further development of online application integrating online applications of SLB, MIB and MIS.  
CMAK submitted a daft Ward infrastructure index prepared in consultation with KUIDFC based on their request. 
2. Assisting KUIDFC for Documentation Management: CMAK is assisting KUIDFC to enlist all the project related documents and make this available online. The activity chart has been prepared and submitted for further action. The demo with software agencies were convened at CMAK to know the ready applications available for utilization. 
3. Public Toilet System: CMAK compiled and facilitated information, designs and estimates on public toilets from BBMP, Karwar and other agencies to Maddur TMC on request.
4. Study of death incidence of Pourakarmika employees: DMA had entrusted the task of studying the death rate among Group D employee of ULBs and compare the same with any one government department. A data collection template was prepared and circulated to all the ULBs for information. 29 ULBs has submitted their data. The data collection template for Revenue Department were finalized and circulated by DMA. Field visits are being planned to compile information faster. 
5. Attrition study of contract employees appointed under Nirmala Nagara and KMR projects: CMAK was entrusted with the task of conducting study on attrition rate of contract employees appointed under specific projects by DMA. The project strategy and data collection template was finalized and circulated to all DUDCs. So far only 15 ULBs have submitted their data. CMAK is coordinating with MRC for follow ups and further data compilation to complete the study. 
6. PEARL Documentation under JnNURM for NIUA: CMAK has been selected as state agency to compile and document best practices under JnNURM by NIUA on behalf of MoUD. Four initiatives were submitted and three are planned to print in “Pearl “Volume III.
7. Data Compilation for preparation of Carbon Emission Inventory for Mysore and Bangalore: CMAK undertook compilation of data for Bangalore and Mysore for generating the Carbon Emission Inventory under the Roadmap of South Asian Cities and Local Governments for the post 2012 global climate agreement and actions project. This project was supported by British High Commission along with ICELI South Asia. The data was compiled and submitted to ICELI. The report was disseminated in inter state level workshop organized by ICELI South Asia and CMAK as local partners. 
IV. Events

1. Study tours 
i. 15th May 2009: CMAK facilitated presentation for Ms. Patricia Annez, representative from World Bank, to understand CMAK activities. She appreciated the organization’s efforts.
ii. 19th July 2009: CMAK facilitated field visit to Chitradurga for ASCI team for the purpose of National Urban Water Awards 2009. General interaction, Site visits, Technical interaction, spot data collection etc. were held during that day. Representatives from CMC, DUDC, Inner wheel Club, Rotary Club, Educational Institutions, Mutts, Home Guards, MYRADA, Nirmithi Kendra, Nehru Yuva Kendra, JSYS and City Councilors were present and interacted with ASCI's team and promised about safe guarding of existing ancient water bodies. 
iii. 6th & 27th October and 17th November 2009 – CMAK facilitated interaction session in three batches for 100 members delegate from Tamil Nadu comprising of elected representatives, managerial staff and technical staff. In these sessions, delegates were provided insight of Solid waste management, best practices documentation, service level benchmarking and non revenue water quantification projects of CMAK and the status of services in Karnataka.  
iv. 13th to 16th September 2009: CMAK participated in the ICMA’s 95th Annual Conference held at Montreal, Quebec, Cannada. Mr. Bharat Lal Meena, Commissioner, BBMP and President, CMAK and Mr. K.S. Raikar, Commissioner, Mysore CC and CMAK member represented CMAK at this event. 

2. Workshops/Trainings

5th and 6th June 2009: CMAK assisted DMA and KUIDFC in organizing State level workshop on "Energy Efficiency" jointly with India Urban Space Foundation at Bangalore. 400 participants across the state comprising of elected representatives, Commissioners/Chief Officers and Engineers participated in this event. The objective of the workshop was to orient municipal leadership into understanding the benefits / opportunities in EE & RE, as much as the challenges and constraints and to  structure projects / balanced contracts to ensure that private parties retain interest, deliver tangible value. Focus on service delivery and not just cost savings.
10th June 2009: CMAK organized a workshop on the 'Service Level Benchmarking' for pilot towns. Around 25 participants comprising of Commissioners, IT Staff, Revenue Officer, head of Engineering and health departments of 8 selected ULBs. The Data collection template was explained and discussed for their feedback. 
22nd & 23rd February 2010- CMAK in association with Mysore CC organized 2 days workshop in Mysore on Rainwater Harvesting implementation activities at NIE, Diamond Jubilee Hall. Mayor, Dy. Mayor, Commissioner, Councilors, Citizen’s Committees, Representatives from Engineering colleges, General public, Local Builders and Architects, Rotary Club members, Hotel owners, Doctors, were present on the event. Shri. Mahesh, SE, MCC welcomed the gathering and paved way for CMAK to deliberate on importance of Rainwater Harvesting and its implementation in urban areas. Several intellectuals also spoke on the occasion. Later Field visits took place for Institutions & Industries where the RWH is sustainable.

13th to 15th December 2009 – Center for Sustainable Development in association Government organization and CMAK as one among the collaborators organized National Urban Water Conference 2009.  The Pre Conference site visits to water and waste water treatment units were organized for the participants. Over 400 participants across the nation and globe participated in this event. CMAK attended the sessions and assisted DC-Davangere, SE-DMA, Environmental Engineer - Kundapura, Founder-RWC and so on for presenting their technical papers. 
24th of June, 2009:  ICLEI South Asia organized regional workshop on City Energy Status Report and Carbon Emission Inventory for 50 South Asian cities with CMAK as one of the local Partners at Mysore. The action plans were briefed and the cities committed to cut their emission rates with timelines.
19th July to 13th August 2009: CMAK in association with DMA and KMDS organized orientation workshops on Service Level Benchmarking project.  About 800 participants comprising of managerial and technical staff from 213 ULBs of Karnataka in batches of 35 attended the workshop.  In this workshop, the concept, indicators, its benchmark, online application and monthly information booklet was explained. The data gaps were discussed and ULBs committed to correct the same in online application.
25th March 2010: CMAK in association with DMA and KUIDFC conducted an orientation workshop for 8 Pilot ULBs on Public Disclosure Law. 25 participants comprising of Commissioner/Chief Officer, RTI in-charge officers, representatives from DMA & KUIDFC participated in the workshop. The workshop was convened with an objective to compile the practical feedback on formats of Public Disclosure Law under Schedule I A.
28th October 2009: CMAK in association with DMA and KMDS organized half day workshop to orient on Service Level Benchmark project and its online application for 17 Project Directors of District Urban Development Authority.    
3. Workshop Participated

4th March 2010: CMAK participated in WATSAN- Situation report release & Interaction session at Doddaballapur. In this forum discussion on SWM, waste water and public toilet system was discussed. The representatives from local NGOs, RWAs, Elected representatives, municipal Staff and MLA were the stakeholders who participated in this workshop.
12th June 2009: CMAK participated in the one day workshop organized by BEE Energy Conservation at Bangalore with an aim to disseminate information about State–of-Art energy efficient technologies available for Buildings by experts working in this field. In this workshop, adoption of Energy efficient process, technologies, practices and implementation of Energy Conservation Act 2001 in Buildings were discussed. 
4th April 2009: CMAK participated one-day state-level review meeting on JnNURM Reforms by ASCI, Hyderabad.
8th & 9th May 2009:  CMAK participated in the two days workshop of consultants on “Sharing Good Practices in Effective Service Delivery Strategies and Governance Reforms under JnNURM” at ASCI, Hyderabad. 
4th July 2009: CMAK participated in national level workshop on “Mega Cities as part of the Peer Experience and Reflective Learning (PEARL) Program” under JNNURM at NIUA, New Delhi. 
6th November 2009: CMAK participated in PEARL workshop organized by ASCI in association with NIUA at Hyderabad. 
1st to 5th March 2010: CMAK was nominated by DMA as one of the resource persons for disseminating training on Public Private Partnership. CMAK took part in the ToT Program on PPP organized by SIUD and Yashada at Pune.
22nd April 2009: CMAK participated half day workshop on “Master Plan of BMRDA” organized by SCE Consultants in Bangalore, suggesting its view on water and waste water sector of the plan.
29th July 2009:  CMAK participated in South Asia Renewable Energy Conference organized at Delhi, with an aim to provide an opportunity to raise issues, exchange information, share experiences by bringing together experts, investors and other stakeholders from South Asian nations.  

4. Awards:
11th August to 14 August 2009: CMAK was invited for the National Urban Water Award 2009 ceremony organized by MoUD at Delhi for facilitating the delegates from Kundapura and Chitradurga ULBs for final presentation of their initiatives pertaining to this award. Her Excellency Hon'ble President of India distributed the Award to Kundapura for standing first in Technical Innovations category and Special award to Chitradurga for Rainwater Harvesting. 

4th to 6th November 2009:  CMAK participated in the first International Conference on SWM, held at Khudiram Anushilan Kendra (KAK) & Netaji Indoor Stadium (NIS), Kolkatta organized by MoUD in association with Jadavpur University and other collaborators. Four ULBs from Karnataka i.e. Mysore, Mangalore, Serigupa and Bhatkal were honored with IKON SWM Award in this forum. Delegates from Karnataka presented some of the important SWM technical papers of which Mr. Chanakya from IISc Bangalore and Mr.Vijaya Prakash, Commissioner Mangalore CC received appreciation Award for their presentation.
